a. Bylaws Change
i. Article Il11: Membership Elections
1. Currently reads: “To be eligible for membership in the Council, a person must
be full-time staff.”
a. Will be revised (after the statement has been distributed to the staff,
30 days prior to Staff Council vote) to read: “All staff at NGCSU are
eligible to be nominated and become members of the Council.”
ii. Article Il1: Elections
1. Currently reads: “The staff will nominate twelve (12) members to serve on
the Council. All names of nominees shall be placed on the ballot for election.
At the request of the Council President, Council members shall be elected by
secret ballot by staff at the end of the spring semester for service to begin in
July. Membership of the Council shall be composed of twelve (12) elected
Council persons, and six (6) ex-officio members. The ex-officio members
shall be the President of the College, Vice President for Academic Affairs, Vice
President for Business and Finance, Vice President for Student Affairs, Faculty
Senate representative, and one Student Government Association
representative. Council Officer shall consist of the President, Vice President,
Treasurer, and Secretary.”
a. Will be revised (after the statement has been distributed to the staff,
30 days prior to Staff Council vote) to read: “The staff will nominate
twelve (12) members to serve on the Council. All names of nominees
shall be placed on the ballot for election. At the request of the Council
President, Council members shall be elected by secret ballot by staff at
the end of the spring semester for service to begin in July.
Membership of the Council shall be composed of twelve (12) elected
Council persons, which can be comprised of up to 50%6 part-time
staff, and six (6) ex-officio members. The ex-officio members shall be
the President of the College, Vice President for Academic Affairs, Vice
President for Business and Finance, Vice President for Student Affairs,
Faculty Senate representative, and one Student Government
Association representative. Council Officer shall consist of the
President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary.”



Staff Development Funds
i. Staff will have up to $500 to use for professional development until a certain date
(towards the end of spring semester). This date has yet to be determined.
ii. If a staff member requests more than $500, he/she will have to appear before Staff
Council to justify the need for more money.
